MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

hereinafter referred to as the “Memorandum®/

This Memorandum of Understanding (Mou) sets the stage for future collaboration
among members of the Hungarian Biceconomy Farum, uniting key stakehalders from
various sectors to drive the advancement of the bioeconomy in Hungary. The Mol
outlines the processes for i sharing, and on, as
well a5 the Forum’s future governance structure. It is not a legally binding document
but rather a foundation for cooperation, offering an open and flexible framework for
dialogue, knewledge exchange, and joint initiatives.

PREAMBLE

The undersigned parties acknowledge the necessity of transitioning to a circular
bioeconomy, aligned with European Union policies, including the EU Bioeconomy
Strategy's five objectives:

Ensuring food and nutrition security

Sustainable management of natural resources

Reducing dependence on non-renewable resources

Limit and adapt to climate change

Strengthening European competitiveness and job creation

Through this Mou, the parties aim to continue cooperating within the framewark of
the Hungarian Bioeconamy Forum, strengthen regional bioeconomy framewerks, and
implement coordinated actions to enhance sustainable development.

Article 1:

BIECTIVES

The primary objective of this Mol is to promote broad participation and inclusivity,
enabling diverse actors—from academia, industry, government, and civil society—to
contribute to the development of a robust and sustainable bioeconomy ecosystem.

By signing this MoU, the participants collectively commit tofoster
shaping the future of the Hungarian Bioeconomy Forum.

Article 2. GOVERNANCE STRUCTURE AND COORDINATION

GEONARDO representatives manage the operational coardination for implementing
the Moll within the framework of the HBF, with support from designated contact
persons from the parties involved in this memarandum, depending on the initiative's

Management Board: comprised by a representative of each member of the HBF. The
decision-making body, responsible for strategic direction, policy approval, and
member coordination. Each signatory organization shall designate representatives to
participate in governance structures and contribute to decision-making processes.

Article 3. AREAS OF COOPERATION

Article 4. FUNDING
The parties commit to identifying financial resources, including national and EU

funding programs, public-private partnerships, and investment opportunities to

support bioecenomy initiatives. The meetings and other activities of the HEF may be
organized as back-to-back initiatives of bioeconomy related national or international
projects.

Article 4. ENTRY INTO FORCE

This Mo shall come into effect on the 1% of May 2025 and shall remain in full force
and effect until 31* of December 2026.

In the absence of a decision to terminate the MoU by a majority of the Members, the
HBF and its structures as described in this MoU shall stay and the Mol be
automatically renewed for subsequent periods of two (2) years

The HFB can be dissolved by the decision of two-thirds (2/3) of the HBF Members,
‘which terminates this MoU.

Article 5. DISPUTES

Any dispute arising between the signatories concerning the interpretation and
implantation of the MoU shall be settled in an amicable fashion.

Avrticle 6. TERMS OF THE MEMORANDUM TERMINATION

The Memorandum may be terminated with respect to all or any of the parties in the
event of.

- Mutual consent in writing.

- With 7 days written notice.

- Any party to this memorandum may terminate its participation in it with 7 days’
notice.

Article 7. FINAL PROVISIONS

This WMol is non-binding and does not create legal obligations among the parties. It
serves as a framework for voluntary cooperation to advance bioeconomy

development.
